The “Emergency Information Alert” is a free service provided by phone operators. Disaster and
evacuation information from national and local authorities is delivered immediately to compatible
devices (mobile phones) within a specific area, regardless of potential line congestion.

To receive the Emergency Information Alerts on your mobile phone, your device must be compatible with the
service and set up to receive it. Check whether notifications for the Emergency Information Alerts are switched
“on” in your mobile phone's notification settings.
